Architect Ali Naqvi

Architect Al Nagvi's path to architecture was not
forged by a childhood dream, but by a deliberate
evolving choice. When he did not secure admission
in medical college, he moved to the United States,
where a series of introductory courses gradually
led him to architecture. What began as an
exploration, soon turned into passion

He graduated from the University of Texas at
Austin in 1985. Shortly after, he returned to
Pakistan and joined Habib Fida Ali Architects, a
decision that became foundational for his career.
Working closely with the late Architect Habib Fida
Ali, whom he considers his mentor, Ali Naqvi was
given early front end exposure on major projects
Amongst the most significant was Lahore
University of Management Sciences (LUMS)
where he contributed to the master plan and the
main academic block. This experience shaped not
only his architectural thinking but also his
understanding of responsibility, discipline, and
leadership.

Following the successful completion of the LUMS
project. he joined a French construction firm
Soged'’, as the lead architect. In 1989, he went on
to establish his own practice and with that.
the foundation for one of the most structur
and respected architectural firms in the country,
Ali Arshad Associates.

Ali Naqvi's design philosophy is deeply influenced
by the principles of his mentor, particularly the
belief that form must always follow function. For

him, architecture begins with understanding the people
and their needs. He believes that a project is only
successful when it fulfills its functional requirements and
meets the expectations of the client. This approach has
helped him build long-standing relationships with clients
& consultants over the years.

Over the course of years, Architect Ali Nagvi has
delivered a wide range of projects, including large-scale
commercial and retail developments, interiors for prestigious
international brands, food chains, amusement parks, car
showrooms, and more than five hundred residential
projects. His firm has also collaborated with Mott
MacDonalds, Pakistan, where they successfully led the
architectural department on projects such as Zarkon
Valley and Proposdls of Border Terminal across
Pakistan.

In addition to his practice, Al Naqvi has remained
committed to architectural education and professional
development. He has served as a visiting faculty at the
School of Architecture - Karachi University, and is a
lifetime member of both the Pakistan Council of
Architects and Town Planners (PCATP) and the Institute
of Architects Pakistan (IAP).

He has worked on world-class projects, building a
diverse portfolio through large-scale developments in
collaboration with renowned international consultants,
most notably on Emporium Mall & Packages Mall.

1. How was your professional journey shaped? What inspired you towards this profession and what
key have shaped your

I did not come to architecture through a childhood dream. My parents initially wanted me to become a
doctor, but when | did not gain admission in medical college, my late father encouraged me to explore my
own interests. This led me to the United States, where | took various introductory courses & discovered
architecture. | then graduated from the School of Architecture at the University of Texas (UT), Austin

I returned to Pakistan following my father's passing and my mother's iliness, a decision | am still grateful
for. UT trained us to communicate ideas, sell designs and accept critiques gracefully. | began my career
here on merit alone and was fortunate to be accepted into leading firms, particularly Habib Fida Ali
Architects. Mr. Habib became my mentor and his guidance along with the experience of working on
projects such as Lahore University of Management Sciences (LUMS) shaped both my professional values
and my long-term vision as an architect.

2. How would you describe your design philosophy? What helps you in designing spaces that feel
contemporary yet rooted?

My foundation in design principles and architectural vocabulary comes from my education at UT, Austin,
where we studied & practiced architecture across different eras. Mr. Habib Fida Ali, my mentor, was a
strong believer of the principle that form follows function. Inspired by this very principle, my approach
today is rooted in understanding the client's brief and ensuring that buildings must perform functionally
before anything else. | do not follow a design language or label, but | would want to be classified as
someone who has learned the language. For me; a project is done when it fulfills the clients’
requirements and satisfies them. It has helped me build long-standing relationships with my clients

3.In a country facing rapid urbanization, how do you balance modern architectural demands with
preserving heritage?

This is a highly sensitive issue for me. Rapid urbanization, particularly in Karachi, has severely damaged
the city's fabric due to poor master planning and unchecked development. Infrastructure has failed to
keep pace with growth, resulting in shortages of resources & a complete disregard for building by-laws
environmental factors, and public safety.

In contrast, cities like Lahore have shown how thoughtful planning and expanded road networks can
support growth. Karachi, despite its vast coastline and potential for expansion, remains constrained and
mismanaged. Long-term solutions require responsible planning rather than temporary fixes.

4.Keeping in view your projects, istinguishes your work from the rest of th,
architects?

I have always believed that there is so much to learn from everyone. Even after graduation, | continued
learning, attending programs at LUMS, Harvard, and IBA, exploring diverse subjects. | also owe a great
deal to my mentor, Mr. Habib Fida Ali, who not only taught me architecture but also about leadership &
managing professional relationships. | also firmly believe in having a strong set of values & ethics,
especially in a profession where trust and integrity is everything

At Ali Arshad Associates, we have built a structured & a collaborative practice. Senior members operate
their studios independently as directors, connecting monthly for board meetings to set clear targets and
exchange information. We are thoroughly organized & have budgets for everything. We also encourage
social bonding, fostering a strong sense of community.

5. If you were not an architect, what would you be?
| am glad that | didn’t become a doctor. Some say | could have been a good lawyer, but one of the best
things | have done in my life was a course in psychology. Understanding why people behave the way they
do and learning how to communicate effectively is, to me, a skill that benefits in every profession and in
every human interaction. There are countless fields to explore, and one should never miss the
opportunity to learn. If | was not an architect, | think | would have become a psychologist

6. In the coming times, how do you think our il ‘What advice
‘would you give to younger architects who are i

Architecture is a profession that carries immense responsibility. The smallest decision can have biggest
impact on people’s lives. This profession demands love and commitment, and it’s not a typical 9-to-5
profession. Organization and planning are essential, but so is the willingness to give your best when
needed. To younger architects, | would say; be passionate, respect your clients, maintain your integrity,
and keep learning. Avoid shortcuts, honor your reputation, and value the guidance & prayers of your
parents as these are the real foundations of success.

Preserving the Spirit

Buildings become what they are because of the people living in them, especially in a city like Karachi
where architecture is never just structure but always tied to life.

Karachi is my home. | have lived here my whole life
& watched it change, stretch, struggle, and grow. It
has its own rhythm, its own chaos, its own charm. Its
heritage is not something you can explain easily. It is

up on life. Over time, people soften buildings. They
give them meaning no architect could ever plan

Today. as an architect, the pressure feels very

layered, repaired, added onto, and sometimes just
holding itself together in the most unexpected ways.

When | move through the old parts of the city, what
stays with me is never just the fagade. It is the chai
stall tucked into @ corner, the shop that has been
open for generations in the same narrow space,
and the people sitting on the edge of a step, catching

different. Land prices keep rising, whereas plots
keep getting smaller. And almost every projectis
pushed to cover as much area as possible.
Somewhere in all of that, the human scale has
quietly slipped away. Spaces got smaller & open
areas disappeared. At the same time, there's this
idea of what “modern” is supposed to look like.
Clients often come in with references from

everywhere, that feel luxurious and current to them but they do not belong here. Even materials are
chosen based on what's trending rather than asking whether they suit Karachi's dust, heat or weather
Sometimes it feels like we're not just importing materials anymore, but identities too.

Slowly, buildings began to look dlike with the use of glass, steel, stone, neutral colors, and sharp-edged
designs. They look clean and beautiful, but distant. However, the old buildings feel different, as they
carry emotions & feel more dlive because they have been shaped by & for people. Preserving the spirit
of architecture isn't about changing buildings back to how they once looked. It's about understanding
that buildings change with people, just like cities do. Change itself is not the problem - forgetting is.

Our old buildings knew this climate without needing any manudls. They knew how to handle the heat,
dust, rain, and wind. They came from long experiences. Limestones, deep overhangs, shaded walkways
~ these weren't trends but rather learned responses. They kept people comfortable and the comfort
wasn't just physical, it was social too. They allowed people to meet without forcing them. They could sit
on a'step and talk. Lean against a low wall and watch the street. Look into a courtyard and still feel part
of something. There was room to be alone and room to be together — often in the same space. Many
modern buildings don't offer that, they feel isolated, sealed, & controlled

As an architect, there is always this dilemma of managing budgets & demands with the quiet
responsibility of shaping places where life will unfold. | am positive that other architects also feel the
same way. However, | don't believe new buildings should pretend to be old, they should rather learn
from them. In many old neighborhoods, the buildings, streets, and people are not separate ideas - they
flow into one another. That's what | fear we are slowly losing - that simple, everyday relationship
between people and the spaces they live in.

Preserving the spirit of architecture isn't about freezing the city in time. It's about letting it grow without
losing its memory. It's about designing with care instead of speed. With feeling instead of formula. With
people in mind before profit. | know, it's easier said than done. However, for this to actually happen, the
clients, developers, building authorities must also feel the same way about the spaces being designed

But maybe, in the end, it really is as simple as this: listening to what a place already knows before

fi

deciding what it should become.

Cultural identity plays a significant role in shaping Pakistan’s
architecture. Our heritage developed organically, informed
by local material and climatic demands. This is evident in the
windcatchers of Sindh, the beautifully carved wooden
balconies found in the northern valleys, the inviting shaded
courtyards typical of Punjabi homes, and the ornate jalis
that diffuse light in mosques. Each of these elements reflect
the rich heritage and diverse influences that define the
country's architectural landscape.

When modern architects reinterpret these forms, they
create spaces that feel emotionally familiar, even when the
structures themselves are boldly modern. A courtyard
reinterpreted in a contemporary home is not just a design
choice, but a gesture towards collective memory, reaffirming
continuity in a rapidly changing landscape. In a globalized
era where architecture risks are becoming detached from its
roots, our heritage provides a grounding force. It's a
reminder that buildings can be innovative yet familiar.

However, the relationship between the past and the present
can still be strained. Over recent decades, urban
development has begun to prioritize commercial densities
and standardized aesthetics. This results in an atomization
of architectural identity. High-rise enclaves and real estate
driven housing typologies leave little space for the climatic
thought and cultural nuance present in older forms.
Buildings may be taller and shinier, but they can often feel
detached, becoming structures without stories.

Be as it may, the pull of heritage still persists. Architects have
begun to re-engage with vernacular design methods, recognizing
the social and emotional disconnect of modern urban life. With the
reappearance of climate-responsive brickwork, jalis, and traditional
craftsmanship, a move towards reconnection is seen. This is not
nostalgia, but a move to reaffirm cultural identity and
sustainability.

Harsukh, located in Bedian (outside of Lahore), by Kamil Khan
Mumtaz, stands as a testament to this resurgence. Here,
architecture becomes a vessel for cultural continuity. The
mansion’s brick vaults, pukka kalli (lime plaster) surfaces, and
shaded courtyards recall centuries of building traditions, while
serving contemporary lifestyles. With courtyards functioning as
gathering spaces and interconnected corridors as an extension of
communal life, architecture becomes an environment woven into
people’s daily rhythms. In an era where modern structures rely on
concrete and air conditioning, Mumtaz returns to passive cooling
methods, thick earthen walls and courtyards, and so Harsukh
becomes an embodiment and continuation of history.

The works of architects like Yasmeen Lari and Nayyar Ali Dada also
demonstrate how heritage is transformed rather than replicated.
Their projects demonstrate that cultural identity is not static but
evolves alongside technology. adopting contemporary needs while
maintaining a lineage to the past

Pakistan's architectural her\toge continues to inspire not because it
is old, but because it is alive. There are lessons within it to be learnt,
ones that the modern world needs. As architects move ahead, the
most meaningful experiences will liely emerge from listening to the
wisdom etched into the stones, streets and spaces that shaped us

Cities of the past were ingeniously planned constructs, designed to withstand their environments without
the use of artificial conditioning. Now, as conversations increasingly shift towards sustainability and
climate responsibility, the question becomes: How can a design be both modern and yet inspired by
age-old wisdom?

Luckily, there are several precedents that adapt historic spatial and climatic strategies within our own
context.

One recent example of architecture inspired by vernacular buildings is Bahar-e-Mushtaq by Architect
Ramiz Baig, a corporate building nestled amidst the heritage architecture of Old Clifton. In blending the
old with the new, this project is about

connection between the indoors and
the outdoors with a large green
courtyard as a heat sink, reminiscent of
the sehns of yore.

Furthermore, individual spaces are
designed to help one reconnect with
nature. They entice the user away
from the artificial cooling, the
city-dweller is accustomed to and
towards a more sustainable spatial
experience. In the background, a
concrete jali separates the inside from
the outside; it shades the people within,
and yet it cools the air thatis channeled

through. This environmentally responsive piece of architecture is a key example of historical inspiration
modified to fit the 2lst century.

On the other hand, on residential scale, Kapadia Residence by Coalesce Architects balances age-old
concepts of courtyards, balconies, and jali screens with their modern interpretations

Reminiscent of the multi-level interactions in an aangan, this residence gives a sense of vertical
connectivity between spaces, using the courtyard to encourage visual connections and informal
conversations. Concrete screens and planters maintain the clean lines that modern architecture is
known for, all while being inspired by historical architecture.

Keeping these projects in mind, to say that one must copy architectural styles from the past would be
impractical. After all, solutions are meant to build upon a trial-and-error approach, drawing from past
strategies while maintaining modern simplicity. Be it ornate jalis becoming simple concrete ones, or
intricate wooden jharokas becoming shaded glass walls, one can certainly adapt historical typologies
to suit the present needs

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Frere Hall, Karachi

led by the Sindh Exploration and Adventure Society, with support from the U.S. Ambassador’s Fund for

Wazir Khan Mosque is a Mughal masterpiece that was built in 17th Century. It is known for its beautiful
frescoes, tile mosaics, and calligraphy. The restoration, led by the Aga Khan Trust for Culture and the
Government of Punjab, focused on conserving & restoring the mosque's original vibrancy and symmetry
ensuring that one of Lahore’s most iconic architectural treasures continue to embody its historic and
cultural essence.
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
